Dear Governor Lingle,

IOm writing to ask you to oppose HB 2836 because it seriously limits the ability of ordinary peopl
to fight for their rights when a medical insurer denies them coverage for needed medical
treatment. HB 2836 specifically affects all State and County employees, all church employees,
people insured through QUEST, and anyone who purchases insurance instead of having it
provided by an employer. This group consists of thousands of potential voters.

If HB 2836 passes, these patients would lose the ability to have the State Insurance
Commissioner order their health insurer to pay the fees and costs associated with fighting an
unjust denial of benefits. This would take away a major incentive for health insurers to pay for



costly, but needed medical treatment. If HB 2836 passes, health insurers could get away with
routinely denying coverage because only a very small handful of people have the expertise, time
and skills needed to effectively fight large health insurers and their highly skilled attorneys.

Hawaii consumers need as much protection as they can get in the area of health insurance
because there are relatively few insurance providers and so many people who need health
insurance. Without the ability to fight these entities through appeals to the Insurance
Commissioner (where they have a good chance of recovering their fees and costs), people who
truly have the money and the stomach to fight would have to take their fight to the court system.
This would not be feasible for those with serious health conditions whose lives are dependent
on receiving treatment on a timely basis.

On the other hand, by collecting monthly premiums and denying benefits HMSA has lots of
money to pay attorneys. They even have enough left over to pay their top executives millions of
dollars and publish a quarterly full-color magazine.

For example, if HB 2836 passes, a health insurer could force an ordinary citizen to spend
hard-earned dollars on a $3,000 PET scan because forcing an insurer to provide the benefit
would involve paying an attorney over $10,000 to sue and take the case to trial. Even in cases
where the cost of the treatments equal the cost of going to court, most people would choose to
spend their money on immediate treatment instead of risking their health with the delay and
stress of going to court. In addition, going to court against a powerful and financially rich
opponent such as HMSA has enormous risk, even for those with good cases.

Of course, most ordinary people donOt have large amounts of money available to pay for costl
medical treatments and procedures, so the passage of HB 2836 will effectively take away their
ability to access proper medical care if their insurer decides to deny their treatment, despite
doctorsO recommendations and the patientsO appea

Thousands of Hawaii residents could be hurt by the passage of HB 2836. Unfortunately they
won't realize it until they need costly medical care and their health insurer denies payment.
Please oppose it to help preserve the ordinary citizenOs access to medically necessary healt
care.
